The costmodel also calculatesthe number of Indirect JobsCreated(IJC)
in the local area.Indirect jobs arethoseadditional employmentopportuni-
tiesthat arerequired by local businessedo support the presenceof the Air
Forcebase.The 1JC is calculatedby multiplying the total number of base
employeesby the baseunique IJC multiplier furnished by the Bureau of
Labor Statistics,U.S. Department of Labor.
