Colonel Tyler Ellison is the Commander, 47th Flying 
Training Wing, Air Education and Training Command, 
Laughlin Air Force Base, Texas.  The wing consists of 
2,800 personnel conducting undergraduate pilot training 
for more than 600 United States Air Force and allied 
student pilots each year.  The wing operates 195 aircraft, 
consisting of the T-1A, T-6A and T-38C, and flies more 
than 66,000 hours and more than 44,000 sorites annually. 

 

Colonel Ellison entered the Air Force in 2002 after 
receiving his commission from the United States Air Force 
Academy. He has served in multiple fighter squadrons, 
commanded at the squadron level, served as a Fighter 
Wing Deputy Commander, and held positions on both 
MAJCOM and Combatant Command staffs. During his 
operational assignments, he has deployed in support of 
NATO operations, PACOM Theater Security Packages, 
operation SPARTAN SHIELD and has flown Operation 
NOBLE EAGLE air sovereignty missions.  Prior to his 
current position, Col. Ellison served as the Deputy 
Commander, 1st Fighter Wing, Joint Base Langley-Eustis, Virginia.
